
SATELLITE - DERIVED POSITIONS

Positions obtained from satellite navigation
systems,    such  as  the  Global Positioning
System (GPS),  are normally referred to the
World Geodetic System 1984 Datum. Such
positions  can  be  plotted  directly  on  this
chart.

NATIONAL  HORIZONTAL  DATUM

Positions   read  from  this  chart  must  be
adjusted by  0.02 minutes  SOUTHWARD
and   0.10  minutes  EASTWARD   before
plotting    on    documents     referred     to
Ordnance  Survey  of  Great  Britain 1936
(OSGB 36 Datum).
Example:
Position on  chart        53° 42'.50N, 000° 35'.50W
lat/long adjustments             0'.02S             0'.10E

OSGB 36 position       53° 42'.48N, 000° 35'.40W
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
